Arktika on olnud kui vimase kaardistamata ala stmbaol ning
aines lugematutele reisipaguikutele ja seiklusjuttudele. Seda
on Kujutatud [6putu valgenp, justkui tuhja [Buendina,
vabaduse viimase kantsina,\mida kangelane asub avastama.
Tundmata ala kaardistamine\on aga uhtlasi seotud voimu ja
polisasukate eluviisi muutustiega. Arktika representatsioon
on tihti suursugune, Kuid Glevls ei mahu kaadrisse ning

Kipub alla neelama kompleksemgd kasitlused. Praegusel ajal
peamiselt teadlaste ja jadkarukryiiside parusmaal avanevad
aga Kliima jatkuval soojenemisel Yued Koridorid transpordiks
ning voimalused maavarade ammiutamiseks. Arktika, mis on
Uhest Kuljest nii romantiseerityd, Ulev ja puutumatu, on
samuti erakordselt habrasyja lhaavatav klimamuutuste
mojude suhtes.

Naitus toukub Teravmageds, qmbruses ja Islandi liustikel
tehtud valitoodest, flirdib tegduge ja kunsti meetoditega,
rilvab kliimamuutuste kommunikgtsiooni problemaatikat
ning Kusib llevuse funktsiooni jarele Nanapaeval. Saatkonna
ruumides astub kulalisena Ules ga7aN\tekt Helmi Marie
Langsepp polaardds loodud proj&kti Stlamismudelid
materjalikeskse jarelmiga.

The Arctic has long served gk a symbol for uncharted
territory and inspired count{ess travel journals and
adventurous stories. It has bagn portrayed as endless
white, a blank canvas of sorts,Khe last frontier of freedom
awaiting a hera’s discovery. MapRing an unknown is always
intertwined with power dynamics\and challenges the
cultures and well-being of its indigeRous inhabitants. While
often represented as grandiose, subligne resists on being
captured whilst possibly overshadowing more nuanced
perspectives. Today, a realm primarily agcessible to
scientists and polar bear cruises, with ongoing climate
warming, new corridors for transportation)and
opportunities for resource extraction are efnerging. The
Arctic, so romanticized, sublime, and untoughed on one
hand, is also exceptionally fragile and vulnerdble to climate
change on the other.

The exhibition stems from Reldwork conducted around
Svalbard and on Icelandic glaciers, engaging plgyfully with
the methods of art and science, touching upoh the
challenges of climate change communication; and
guestioning the role of the sublime in the pfesent davy.
Within the embassy, architect Helmi Marie[Langsepp
appears as a guest contributor with materigl-based
aftermath of her project Melting Models, craated during the
polar night.
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
